Describe one of your favorite places in La Grange - could be a restaurant, a park, a shop, your church, your school, or maybe your best friend's house - and describe it to this future person. Tell this person why you like this place so much, and describe where it is in La Grange (provide the address, if you can). At the end of the letter, please include your full name, your address, and the date you wrote the letter.
You can write down some facts about your home , such as any changes your family has done to the house you live in; what your favorite part of your house is; maybe describe something special about your block - any traditions or annual parties. (example: At 4th of July all kids on the block decorating their bikes and putting on a parade ) Use your imagination !
Come to the Historical Society with any of the above to add to YOUR FILE before August 31st, 2009 , and we'll update your file and also give you a "thank you" gift for being part of the wonderful history of La Grange.
